started back.  Football season has officially begun, and the somewhat tempered pace of 
vacation time is starting to give way to the busy-ness of reality for most of us.  A new 
season is on its way.

I know that the weather and leaves will soon tell us that it is fall, but the excitement, 
momentum, and community impact that we are having tell me that it is really spring for 
our church.

      The administrative council of Wightman UMC had a called meeting on August 16, 2009. Chairman Rosemary 
Bowers presided and turned it over to Steven Douglas to tell us about updating the sound system in the sanctuary 
and the Christian Life Center where the contemporary service will be held when we start two services. 
      The audio committee talked with 7 companies and selected Gattis Pro Audio, Inc., of Lexington, S.C. who gave 
us a special deal to keep his company busy for the summer.

$125,000 if we needed it. We can draw on this loan for the $60,000. When they got the approval for this loan they 
were thinking of the sound system and the parking lot. This loan is good for 31/2 years only. 
 Derek Underwood made the motion to let Jim Mills, as chairman of the finance committee, decide about taking 
some of the money from the general fund with the rest to be borrowed from the bank.  Anna Farmer seconded the 
motion and it was carried by the council. 
      There being no further business Rev. Turner closed with prayer. 
 

      The administrative council of Wightman UMC met August 23, 2009, with 24 members present. Chairman 
Rosemary Bowers presided and opened with prayer. The minutes of the June meeting were approved. 
      Under committee reports Jim Mills, finance chairman, informed the chairmen of the committees that their 
budget requests for 2010 need to be turned in to Lynda Counts by October 5. The finance committee will meet Octo-
ber 7 to set the budget so it will be ready for the charge conference which will be November 8.

Jim Mills 
seconded the motion and it was carried by the council.  
      Rosemary told council that Johnette Kinard would like to have a fundraiser for Eddie Taylor and was asking 
permission from council. Vicki Hamm said that other groups were interested in helping with a fundraiser and maybe 
Johnette should talk with them. 
      Linda Spence asked about getting the names and addresses of the new members that have joined and aren’t in-
cluded in the year book. Pastor Turner and Lynda will work on this. 
      Jim Mills asked the trustees about removing the deteriorating fitness equipment at the walking trail as they have 
become hazardous.
