 Yesterday was a wonderful day.  After months of researching, surveying, 
and planning by our Vision Team, we finally launched our second worship ser-
vice.  The response and result were nothing short of a blessing from God.  Our 
attendance at the first (traditional) service was 173, and at the second 
(contemporary) service was 223 for a total of 396!  Granted, 40-50 of those went 
to both services; still the combined total was well over our average attendance 
this year of 265.   
 What was more exciting than that was the fact that we had 35 visitors, 
including ten first-time visitors at the new service.  I had the opportunity to fol-
low up with some of them today, and they were raving about our church, the 
welcome they received, and the service.  God is good.  When we are faithful to 
him and the Great Commission, He always provides.   

 As Charge Conference approaches, I want to share some of the informa-
tion that Lynda Counts has pulled together for our annual reports.  Since last 
charge conference, we have baptized thirteen people.  We have received 14 new 
baptized members (those too young to profess the faith for themselves, but who 
have been baptized) and 33 new professing members (13 on profession of faith, 
3 by transfer from other United Methodist churches, and 17 by transfer from 
other denominations).  So, 47 new people have come into the Wightman UMC 
family since last charge conference.    
 Unfortunately, during this same time period, we lost six members (four 
moved to Tennessee and joined a United Methodist church there and two died).   
 I am so proud to be a part of a church that takes seriously our Christ-
given mandate to make disciples.  Honestly, I can’t wait to see what God does 
with and through us next!

 The December calendar is filling up fast.  Be sure 
to notify the church office of your class or group’s 
Christmas party as soon as possible so it can be put on 
the calendar.  
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 While the recent downturn in the stock market has been horrific, there is still some good news to report regarding 
charitable giving possibilities for the remainder of 2009. In the recent “bailout” legislation, Congress made it possible for 
older people to give directly to congregations and church causes from their IRA accounts.  If you are one of these people, 
several provisions in this legislation will be of interest in your stewardship plans for the remainder of the year.  Accord-
ing to a recent issue of the Wall Street Journal, Congress extended a provision allowing taxpayers 70 and one half years 
and older to transfer as much as $100,000 a year directly from an IRA to church causes without owing income taxes on 
the money. 
  This transfer is counted toward  the taxpayer’s required  minimum distribution for the year and  allows  people  the 
opportunity to avoid a tax hit while still helping with giving to the church. As the Wall Street Journal noted “Some do-
nors have been holding back on gifts from IRAs. It’s now safe to go ahead for 2009.  Keep in mind that the amount you 
transfer isn’t included in your adjusted gross income, or AGI.  That’s important since taxpayers lose some itemized de-
ductions and personal exemption amounts when their AGI exceeds certain levels.” Individual givers should also be 
aware that this benefit extends to all persons with IRAs regardless of whether they itemize deductions in income tax re-
turns. 
  This tax exclusion will apply to generous givers who have a need to take IRA distributions in 2009. Last year, sev-
eral congregations and church institutions benefited from similar legislation that made this gift possible at that time. 
Now, this tax incentive is available again. 
  Please note that this is a time sensitive issue in that people wishing to make gifts will need to advise their IRA ad-
ministrators of their gifting intentions. This means that the last possible date for making an IRA rollover gift for 2009 is 
December 15. 
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       The administrative council of Wight-
man UMC met October 25 with 18 mem-
bers present. Chairman Rosemary Bowers 
presided and opened with prayer.  
      Rosemary passed out some surveys on 
times for the council  meeting to be held 
now that we have two worship service 

times. A copy will be put in the absentees boxes so they can 
participate too. 
     Lynda Counts presented the 3rd quarter financial report. 
     Under new business Darrell Beckham requested ap-
proval to become a lay speaker. He was approved by the 
council. 
      Eddie Sloop, chairman of the SPRC, presented the pas-
tor’s ministerial support salary of $70,250 for 2010.  Eddie 
moved to accept this request from the SPRC committee. 
The motion was seconded by Hubert Kinard and carried by 
the council.   Then Eddie presented the Accountable Reim-
bursement Policy of $ 8,300.  This was also approved. 
 The 2010 budget was presented with a 4% increase. The 
total budget for 2010 is $427,846.38. The spending will be 
monitored very closely and will be adjusted if needed.
