It seemed the harder Mike and | tried to fix or maintain, tf
more it would get worse. The more it got worse, the more | had to reach out and ask for help from various commu-
nity organizations. The feelings of failure and embarrassment began to consume me. | withdrew fromdeadiryone
my friends, my family, my faith and even my children. At this point, the house was unsafe with holes in the floors,
even in the bathtub. Remember the board | had to put in the bottom of the tub that we had to stand on to keep fron
falling through to the ground? My kids were not allowed to have friends over in fear one would get hurt; nor did |
want them to be embarrassed.

You agreed to meet me and scheduled an appointment to
come to your church. | cried the whole way there, overwhelmed with humiliation and feelings that | had failed as a
mother and that | had failed my children. | forced myself to walk into your church. | found the courage to tell you
my needs and you listened without judging me. We filled out the application and shortly after that | received a call
saying that out of all the applications | was one of the few that was chosen. After many months (if not years) of feel
ing like | failed my family and being overwhelmed for so long, you and the W.A.R.M. Project and all the volunteers
took that away! Shortly after that this beautiful, wonderful, older man showed up at my door with his pad and tape
measure to assess the damage and make out a materials list. Not once did he make me feel worthless. He spoke
kindness, understanding, and was eager to fix the problems. He made me feel like | was worth something. That w
(my family) deserved the help. Everything he said he was gonna do, he did and did it well. He assessed the kitche
and said it was gonna require a lot of love and atteditioot to give up on him, he would see what he could do to
help me.
